SUNDAY PRESCHOOL
(Ages 3 through Kindergarten)

Meets during 9:00 AM Mass

Begins September 25
Introduces children to a regular routine of religious instruction through the use of Bible stories, music, games, art activities, and their own experiences, continuing to emphasize the natural connection between faith and everyday life.  Must be three years old by September 1.

ELEMENTARY 
(Grades 1 through 6)

Meets Mondays, 4:30 – 5:30 P.M.
Begins September 12
Provides a well-rounded understanding of life as a Catholic, based on the four pillars described in the Catechism of the Catholic Church:  Creed, Sacraments, Morality, and Prayer.  These pillars are taught every grade, every year, consistently reinforcing them at a level students can readily understand.  As they and their faith mature and develop so does the way in which their faith is taught. 

CONFIRMATION 
(7th and 8th grades)
Meets Mondays, 4:30 – 5:30 P.M.
Begins September 12
A two-year sacramental preparation program, leading to the Sacrament of Confirmation in the second year.  Parents, sponsors, and students attend various sessions together to learn about the sacrament and their roles in the preparation.  An evening of reflection, special speakers, a retreat day for the students, and student service projects are additional parts of the program.
